STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Uttar Pradesh Urban Planning and Development Act, 1973 (President's Act no. 11 of 1973)
was enacted to provide for the development of certain areas of Uttar Pradesh according to plan and for
matters ancillary thereto.

There is a possibility of upgradation of existing land use under the GIS based master plans of 59
cities of the State of Uttar Pradesh and new master plans of other cities of the State of Uttar Pradesh being
prepared under the AMRUT Yojna of the Government of India. Due to elevated land use proposed under
the new master plan, construction works done against land use under the present master plan were
regularized without any fee, and the same resulted in causing financial losses to the development
authorities. Therefore, in order to protect the development authorities from the aforesaid possible financial
losses it was decided to collect "urban use charges" at the time of approval of map for elevated land use,
levy a "special amenity fee" by defining infrustructure projects with heavy investment as "special amenity
facilities” under the aforesaid Act, and to make a provision in the aforesaid Act for revision of approved
master plans after ten years or earlier.

In view of the above, it was decided to amend the aforesaid Act to incorporate provisions
pertaining to "urban use charges", "special amenity fee" and "revision of master plans".

Since the State Legislature was not in session and immediate legislative action was necessary to
implement the aforesaid decision, the Uttar Pradesh Urban Planning and Development (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2023 (U.P. Ordinance no. 12 of 2023) was promulgated by the Governor on July 10, 2023.

This Bill is introduced to replace the aforesaid Ordinance.
